To Help Local Foster Children
Walnut Creek, CA – (April 21, 2009) – DNi-Adept Technology Solutions with offices in San Ramon and Concord, CA has donated 15 refurbished notebook computers (including software, wireless card, chargers and carrying cases) to Youth Homes, Inc. for use by the foster children in Youth Homes’ care, with an additional estimated 25 additional IBM notebooks to be delivered to Youth Homes by mid-May.  An example of what the good will of the community can do, Mr. John Campos of DNi-Adept, was determined to take action and demonstrate how people from different companies and backgrounds can work together to help those who are in need. 

“We take older, slow performing laptops, and make them very functional with a free Linux operating system that is less cumbersome than conventional Windows operating systems, which in turn, renders older PCs and laptops very useful,” said John Campos, co-owner of DNi-Adept Technology Solutions.  “The next batch of notebooks we plan to deliver to Youth Homes will be a little smaller and lighter IBM models than the initial ones presented and will also include USB wireless, charger and laptop case.  We plan to continue the practice with any laptop or PC donations people would like to make.”

DNi-Adept’s exposure to the mission of Youth Homes came from a donation request, through Mr. Bob Cushman, a long-time client of DNi’s, and a Youth Homes’ Board member.  Campos then met Ms. Kathy Bowles, Youth Homes Director of Development, at a donor appreciation party.  Bowles mentioned how great it would be to be able to provide the children of Youth Homes with some notebooks and coincidentally, Campos had been recently discussing the Linux operating system idea with some colleagues – it became the moment of inception for the notebook project.   
Campos’ leadership training colleagues, affectionately known as ‘ERA13 One Love’, coincided with the timing of the project and made it their community service project, providing advertisement, computer collection and “cleaning” of the notebooks. 
“With the current economy and difficult times, there are always those less fortunate – this caused me to start looking for ways in which I could give back,” Campos continued.  “You’ve heard people say it a million times, “children are our future”, so I asked what could I possibly do to help children and what children could I help?  I was introduced by one of my clients to Youth Homes, and decided that using my skills, talents and network I could provide technology support to the children in Youth Homes’ care. I wanted to be there to give the right type of inspiration – to help these children see the value of making the right choices.”

 “We now have the technology available and can give our children the same opportunities available to other children who are not in their situation. The children in all our programs (our five homes, the Day Program, the AfterCare program and the Foster Care Program) have computers for their own use,” said Stuart McCullough, executive director of Youth Homes.  “We can better support the children and adolescents in our AfterCare program by giving them the tools necessary to survive in today’s tech-dependent world.  Everyone has something to give – time, talent, in-kind donations…and the long term benefits to society are incalculable, immeasurable.”
