She is currently involved in the community as a Board Trustee and Chair of the Fund Development Committee for the Lafayette Library and Learning Center Foundation, a Cabinet member of the Lafayette Library and Learning Center and Chair of the Acalanes Union High School District Measure A Oversight Committee.
